NORTHERN DANCER, in good order to gain a contending position along the inside, continued to save ground while under snug restraint, moved up steadily after six furlongs, but was 
forced to come out midway of the second turn, responded to gain command a quarter out and prevailed under strong left-handed whipping.  HILL RISE, unhurried, was bumped twice through 
the stretch run the first time, continued along the outside thereafter to commence a rally at the half-mile ground, lost additional ground in a wide spread leaving the backstretch, rallied to 
strong handling on entering the stretch and was slowly getting to the winner.  THE SCOUNDREL broke in stride, swerved out to bump with HILL RISE in the run to the initial turn, continued 
in a forward position to gain command between calls on the second turn and weakened gradually through the closing drive.  ROMAN BROTHER, allowed to settle in stride, commenced to 
advance along the inner railing after seven furlongs and finished strongly even though in slightly close quarters.  QUADRANGLE, brushed and squeezed back at the start, wanted for racing 
room entering the first turn, continued well to the top of the stretch where he lacked a closing rally.  MR. BRICK broke alertly but sharply to the outside brushing with QUADRANGLE, 
continued to make the pace under good rating and gave way suddenly after going a mile.  MR. MOONLIGHT swerved to the outside for no apparent reason nearing the half-mile ground and 
could not threaten thereafter.  DANDY K. was outrun, as was ISHKOODAH. WIL RAD was through early.  ROYAL SHUCK showed speed for three-quarters and stopped badly.

LUCKY DEBONAIR broke alertly to show the way through the opening furlong, dropped back a bit when Shoemaker took a snug hold nearing the sixteenth marker, moved up again to 
engage FLAG RAISER midway of the first turn, continued to duel with that one while along the outside to the final quarter where he moved to the fore when sharply roused, moved off to a 
lengthy advantage through the upper stretch but was fully extended to turn back a belated bid from DAPPER DAN.  The latter, away slowly and unhurried for six furlongs, moved up along 
the inside on leaving the backstretch, angled out sharply to launch his closing rally on the final turn and, responding to strong handling, was slowly getting to the winner.  TOM ROLFE, in 
hand for a half-mile, moved up boldly along the inside to engage the top flight at the half-mile ground, dropped back a bit on rounding the second turn only to come again while under extreme 
pressure and finished gamely.  NATIVE CHARGER, bumped while between horses entering the first turn, quickly recovered to remain in contention while along the outside to loom menac-
ingly on the stretch turn and finished evenly in a good effort. HAIL TO ALL, slow to begin as usual, launched a rally on rounding the second turn and finished boldly while between horses 
through the closing drive.  MR. PAK finished well, SWIFT RULER failed to reach contention.  FLAG RAISER came out soon after the start to bump with CARPENTER’S RULE but was 
quickly straightened away to take a clear lead in the initial run through the stretch, came to the inside thereafter to be well-rated only to weaken badly through the closing drive.  CARPEN-
TER’S RULE was bumped soon after the start and failed to reach contention.  BOLD LAD, in hand while being outrun early and saving ground was angled to the outside soon after entering 
the backstretch to reach a contending position at the half-mile ground, then continued well to top of stretch where he gave way badly in the final drive.  NARUSHUA showed forwardly for 
three-quarters and tired badly.

KAUAI KING broke in stride to gain a narrow advantage, continued well out in the track through the initial stretch run, cut to the inside entering the first turn to draw off under patient han-
dling, continued along the inner railing while coasting on the lead, responded when soundly shaken up a quarter out to turn back a bold bid from STUPENDOUS	 in the upper 
stretch and was under hard left-handed whipping to hold ADVOCATOR safe.  The latter, away in good order, but reserved off the pace for three-quarters, moved up boldly along the outside 
on the second turn, dropped back a bit in the midstretch, but came again to finish strongly.  BLUE SKYER allowed to settle in stride and unhurried for six furlongs, rallied along the extreme 
outside leaving the backstretch, cut between horses entering the stretch and closed boldly under extreme pressure.  STUPENDOUS, in hand for a half-mile, advanced steadily along the inside 
thereafter to loom boldly through the upper stretch, but appeared to hang through the closing drive.  ABE’S HOPE, slow to begin, was forced to come wide when launching his rally on the 
second turn, remained on the outside entering the stretch and was gaining slowly at the finish.  REHABILITATE closed a big gap following a sluggish beginning. AMBEROID stumbled at the 
start and was far back throughout.  SKY GUY broke out at the start into TRAGNIEW.  The latter was bumped at the start and could not threaten.

PROUD CLARION, taken in hand at the start and brought to the inside at once, continued to save ground to the half-mile ground, was eased out thereafter to launch his bid, was forced to 
circle his field when rallying entering the stretch, engaged BARBS DELIGHT a furlong away and proved best in a stiff drive.  The latter, sent to the fore at once, raced along the inner railing 
while being well rated, responded gamely when challenged to turn back DAMASCUS in the upper stretch and held on well in a prolonged drive.  DAMASCUS, reserved off the pace for 
three-quarters, loomed boldly along the outside on the final turn to continue gamely to midstretch where he appeared to hang under extreme pressure.  REASON TO HAIL improved his 
racing position steadily from between horses in the late stages but could not menace the top trio.  ASK THE FARE failed to seriously threaten.  SUCCESSOR was always outrun and without 
apparent excuse.

GENUINE RISK settled nicely as the field came away in good order and was reserved behind PLUGGED NICKLE and inside WITHHOLDING around the first turn and early backstretch.

was hit once with the whip right-handed, increased her advantage under six well spaced strokes as Vasquez switched to the left, and continued resolutely to the end.  RUMBO dropped back 
last soon after the start and was kept outside rivals, gradually improving position, swerved under right-handed urging after racing wide into the stretch, and gained steadily under heavy left-
handed urging in the final furlong.  JAKLIN KLUGMAN saved ground behind the first flight, worked between rivals around the final turn, and moved boldly in pursuit of the winner settling 
into the homestretch, but could not sustain his bid.  SUPER MOMENT stayed close to the rail and closed well from the head of the stretch to outfinish the others. ROCKHILL NATIVE had 
no difficulty taking a clear lead from between rivals entering the backstretch, but swerved out and was lightly checked for a stride approaching the six-furlong pole, stayed with the pace to the 
top of the homestretch, and then weakened.

PLEASANT COLONY, taken in reserve leaving the gate and then patiently and well ridden, was under good control by the jockey while rapidly working into contention through the field on 
the final turn and settled outside the leaders for the drive at the head of the stretch.  He raced past PARTEZ with authority with Velasquez using the whip four times left-handed and once on 
the right, and was ridden out by hand to hold WOODCHOPPER safe.  WOODCHOPPER, also held in reserve the first half-mile, threaded his way between horses and closed resolutely from 
the top of the stretch to be gradually increasing his advantage over the others.  PARTEZ, reserved just off of the first flight for a half-mile, reached the front between calls in the early stretch 
but offered no resistance to the winner, relaxed when Hawley misjudged the finish line and rose in the irons at the sixteenth pole as he was relinquishing second to WOODCHOPPER, then 
finished evenly with the jockey riding him out the final yards.  CLASSIC GO GO, another reserved off of the fast early pace, advanced steadily on the final turn and into the last furlong, then 
was hanging at the end.  TELEVISION STUDIO, last from the gate and well back into the far turn, lost ground circling horses and finished determinedly near the center of the track.  PASS 
THE TAB briefly appeared threatening on the stretch turn and tired.  SPLENDID SPRUCE raced on the inside and lacked a closing response.  FLYING NASHUA was in traffic most of the 
race and lacked a rally.

GATO DEL SOL came away relaxed in last position and clear of horses, advanced on the outside under his own courage in the backstretch, picked up the field with a strong run complet-
ing the turn to take command before the furlong pole, was unaffected by REINVESTED leaning on him briefly and drew clear under strong right hand use of the whip into the final yards.  
LASER LIGHT also relaxed in the early running, followed GATO DEL SOL around horses leaving the backstretch and was wide straightening away for the final stretch drive, loomed boldly 
but could not sustain his bid while gamely besting REINVESTED for the place.  REINVESTED, intimidated by WATER BANK leaving the half-mile marker and bothering CASSALERIA 
slightly swung out on that rival getting room on the outside to follow GATO DEL SOL approaching the midstretch, leaned in briefly under right hand urging and hung.  WATER BANK saved 
ground early, found room between rivals with a stretch bid and hung.  MUTTERING, well placed from the beginning, made a bid between horses entering the stretch and weakened slightly.  
ROCKWALL finished well without being a threat.  AIR FORBES WON responded with a strong run to reach the leaders completing the final turn and weakened late.  STAR GALLANT was 
never a serious factor.  MAJESTY’S PRINCE bore out slightly while tiring.  CUPECOY’S JOY set the pace in comfortable fashion into the stretch before giving way.  EL BABA, well situ-
ated closest to the pace, drew on even terms for the lead entering the stretch and weakened suddenly.

FUSAICHI  PEGASUS broke to the inside, was unhurried while working his way to the rail by the first turn, continued to save ground in hand while advancing on the backstretch and around 
the second turn, swung out with a deft move approaching the final quarter to be seven wide when straightened for the drive, was roused three times with the whip on the right side and edged 
clear under vigorous hand urging.  APTITUDE, with the winner entering the backstretch while four or five wide between horses, continued with FUSAICHI PEGASUS while inside that one 
approaching the stretch, eased outside him nearing the final sixteenth, finished determinedly but wasn’t good enough.

MONARCHOS, bumped by POINT GIVEN at the start and forced in on JAMAICAN RUM, was outrun for six furlongs, raced five or six wide, commenced a sweeping run five abreast on 
the second turn, came out a bit farther entering the stretch, caught CONGAREE approaching the final sixteenth and drew clear under steady left-handed encouragement.  INVISIBLE INK, 
unhurried to the far turn, moved up between foes approaching the stretch , angled outside the winner to secure room in the upper stretch, couldn’t menace MONARCHOS but closed with 
good determination to wear down CONGAREE for second.  CONGAREE, in hand early while tracking the leaders four or five wide, accelerated to the front about the five-sixteenth pole, 
settled into the stretch with a clear advantage, showed the way into the final furlong but weakened gradually thereafter.  THUNDER BLITZ, bumped at the start when BALTO STAR came 
out, was outrun to the far turn while along the inside, angled between rivals soon after while advancing, split foes approaching the final quarter, then improved position with a mild late run.

BLEM four wide, loomed a strong threat outisde that one when straightened into thestretch,then wasn’t a match in  the final furlong while gamely saving second.  PERFECT DRIFT, in  hand 
from the outset while closer than usual along the inside, remained inside while tracking WAR EMBLEM, was checked for several strides when lacking room in behind that one at the three-
sixteenths pole, altered course outside the winner, then came up empty in the final furlong.

FUNNY CIDE came out bumping with OFFLEE WILD for several strides just after the start, gained a forward position four wide while under a rating hold when under the wire for the 
first time, edged nearer the inside to draft in behind front-running BRANCUSI and PEACE RULES, eased outside of PEACE RULES when that one took over approaching the end of the 
backstretch, inched to challenge that one approaching the final quarter, reached the front when straightened for the drive, opened a clear advantage leaving the furlong grounds after being 
roused sharply on the right side, then, after the rider switched the whip to his left hand and again back to his right, gamely maintained his advantage. EMPIRE MAKER, away in good order 
and six or seven wide during the early stages while under light restraint, continued five wide on the backstretch and into the far turn, advanced steadily five wide leaving the three-eighths pole, 
loomed boldly outside FUNNY CIDE through the drive and wasn’t good enough.

DOMESTIC DISPUTE, within striking distance while five or six wide, remained in contention into the upper stretch while five wide between rivals but was empty 
when the test came. SCRIMSHAW drifted in at the start bumping with TEN MOST WANTED, tracked the leaders four or five wide, was asked for his best three furlongs out while between 
foes but flattened out in the drive. OFFLEE WILD, bumped for several strides soon after the start by FUNNY CIDE, reserved between foes, three or four wide to the end of the backstretch, 
moved to contention midway with a burst of speed between calls on the far turn, came out five or six wide for the drive but couldn’t sustain the needed momentum. SUPAH BLITZ came out 
brushing BRANCUSI after the start, saved ground, was checked lightly soon after passing the wire the first time and failed to menace. INDIAN EXPRESS, rank early and steadied repeatedly 
when caught between rivals approaching the first turn, raced in contention to the end of the backstretch and weakened thereafter. LONE STAR SKY, steadied and shuffled nearing the first 
turn, failed to reach contention. BRANCUSI came out brushing with ATSWHATIMTALKNBOUT soon after the start, moved to the fore near the inside, held a slight advantage while battling 
inside of PEACE RULES to the end of the backstretch, lost the edge to that one, continued forwardly to the stretch and faded.

SMARTY JONES, bumped between horses approaching the first turn, settled in good position along  the backstretch, raced just behind the pacesetter leaving the far turn, closed the gap from 
outside midway on the turn, made a run to challenge at the top of the stretch, surged to the front with a furlong remaining then edged away under steady right and left hand encouragement. LION 
HEART rushed up to gain the early advantage, raced uncontested on the lead along the backstretch, set a rapid pace along the rail for a mile, dug in when challenged leaving the quarter pole, 
battled heads apart into midstretch but couldn’t stay with the winner through the final sixteenth.

GIACOMO, in a bit tight between horses at the start, was unhurried while five wide between rivals during the early stages, continued five wide along the backstretch, worked his way forward between 
horses six wide on the far turn, was in behind a wall of horses entering the upper stretch, was alertly angled eight abreast to secure racing room at the furlong grounds, then closed determinedly under 
extreme left-handed urging to prevail in the final seventy yards. CLOSING ARGUMENT bobbled slightly while drifting out for a stride at the break, gained a forward position while nine wide during the 
opening quarter, angled inward to be four wide on the first turn and along the backstretch, inched up between foes four wide entering the far turn, angled five wide while going between horses at the top of 
the stretch, gained a narrow advantage leaving the three-sixteenths pole, was joined by the winner from the outside about the sixteenth pole and held on tenaciously to save the place. AFLEET ALEX, nicely 
placed under light rating from early on while between foes four or five wide, rallied near the inside around the far turn, came out and split rivals while four wide when straightened into the stretch, gained 
on even terms for the lead in deep stretch and wasn’t quite good enough. DON’T GET MAD settled eight wide early, edged in on the first turn, raced four wide on the backstretch, was asked for his best 
nearing the three-eighths pole while circling foes eight wide, came to the extreme outside to be ten wide entering the stretch, offered a serious bid entering the final furlong but couldn’t sustain the needed 
momentum. BUZZARDS BAY gained a striking position early while maneuvering in six wide, edged closer nearing the end of the backstretch, commenced a sweeping bid seven wide to reach contention 
approaching the final quarter, loomed menacingly in upper stretch but came up empty. WILKO, eased back five wide early, began to advance four wide on the far turn, came out between horses six wide 
for the drive, checked in tight quarters leaving the three-sixteenths pole and improved position while unable to threaten. BELLAMY ROAD, away in good order to track the leaders under light rating five 
wide, was asked for more nearing the five-sixteenths pole, gained a slight advantage between calls when straightened into the stretch, reamained a factor into upper stretch then weakened. ANDROMEDA’S 
HERO, unhurried to the far turn and racing near the inside, came out six or seven wide entering the stretch and produced a mild gain. FLOWER ALLEY, a bit sluggish to begin, leaned in early bump-
ing with HIGH LIMIT, and forced that one in on NOBLE CAUSEWAY, moved inside, continued forwardly placed along the backstretch, was steadied behind SPANISH CHESTNUT approaching the 
five-sixteenths pole, dropped back nearing the quarter pole and weakened soon after. HIGH FLY, nicely placed while working his way near the inside between foes, continued between horses while going 
after SPANISH CHESTNUT approaching the stretch, put a head in front near the final quarter, battled heads apart into upper stretch, but couldn’t sustain the needed momentum. GREELEY’S GALAXY 
was pinched back in tight after a tardy start, quickly was angled in to race four abreast, came a bit wider on the far turn to commence a sweeping bid, reached contention when straightened for the drive and 
lacked a further account. COIN SILVER, eased back early after being forced to steady behind NOBLE CAUSEWAY, made a run four or five wide around the far turn, worked his way out eight wide for 
the drive but was unable to continue his bid. GREATER GOOD, void of early speed and outrun to the stretch, came out ten wide for the drive and failed to menace while improving his position. NOBLE 
CAUSEWAY bumped with COIN SILVER at the start, was forced to check sharply when bumped by HIGH LIMIT nearing the wire the first time, and failed to reach serious contention thereafter. SUN 
KING, in contention near the inside for seven furlongs, made a brief move in close quarters approaching the far turn then gradually weakened. SPANISH CHESTNUT moved to the front early, maneuvered 
in to show the way three or four wide, opened a clear advantage on the first turn, set a rapid pace for six furlongs, held on for almost a mile and tired. SORT IT OUT never reached contention. GOING 
WILD angled in early to press front-running SPANISH CHESTNUT four wide, was asked for more leaving the backstretch, failed to keep the pace and faded. BANDINI, in contention while racing in mid-
pack between rivals, was finished entering the far turn. HIGH LIMIT, bumped passing the wire the first time and forced in on NOBLE CAUSEWAY, was finished after six furlongs while near the inside.

BARBARO stumbled at the start, came up runing and leaned in soon after bumping with BOB AND JOHN placing him in tight, raced under light restraint while between horses early, continued five or six wide 
around the first turn and into the backstretch, raced to the leaders under his own power midway on the far turn, reached the front at the five-sixteenths pole, accelerated quickly to a clear advantage approaching 
the stretch while angling near the inside, then drew off under  strong hand urging as much the best. BLUEGRASS CAT, never far back, manuevered nicely between foes to reach the rail entering the first turn, 
followed BARBARO while just inside that one on the backstretch, angled outside the winner nearing the final quarter, then couldn’t menace at the end while clearly second best. STEPPENWOLFER, bumped 
after the start by KEYED ENTRY and forced in, saved ground in hand, rallied between horses three or four wide on the far turn, lacked room at the five-sixteenths pole, worked his way out six wide when 
straightened into the stretch to make his run, loomed a threat through the upper stretch, then failed to sustain his bid while drifting out slightly. JAZIL swerved in at the start, was unhurried while outrun for six 
furlongs, continued to save ground while rallying along the rail on the far turn, angled out between foes four wide, when entering the upper stretch to make a serious bid but failed to sustain his effort while 
dead heating with BROTHER DEREK for fourth. BROTHER DEREK worked his way in six wide by the first turn, moved out wider when the field bunched nearing the end of the backstretch where he was  
steadied twice, fanned out nine abreast when making a run into the upper stretch, but came up empty while finishing even with JAZIL for fourth. SHOWING UP bobbled at the break, came out bumping with 
BOB AND JOHN, gained a forward position near the inside, went along under careful handling, raced between foes four wide nearing the final quarter, was just off the winner briefly when entering the stretch 
and flattened out in the drive. SWEETNORTHERNSAINT, steadied when bumped at the start by A.P. WARRIOR and forced out on PRIVATE VOW, was steadied again under the wire the first time in tight 
quarters, worked his way between foes around the first turn, angled inside on the backstretch, boldly came through close quarters along the rail at the five-sixteenths pole, but faltered when straightened for the 
drive. DEPUTY GLITTERS, outrun five wide into the backstretch, inched forward around the far turn, came out eleven wide for the drive, leaned in and bumped SEASIDE RETREAT at the furlong grounds, 
then lacked a further response. POINT DETERMINED, bobbled lightly at the start, was well placed near the inside from the outset, moved between horses five wide into the lane, came out and bumped with 
SEASIDE RETREAT at the eight pole and was finished. SEASIDE RETREAT, unhurried and six wide, reached striking distrance on the far turn, came out wider entering the stretch, was bumped from both 
sides at the eight pole and had no further account. STORM TREASURE, steadied behind horses nearing the first turn, made a mild move between rivals approaching the final quarter but failed to continue. 
LAWYER RON, well placed early, raced between foes around the the first turn, was steadied entering the backstretch, continued to within striking distance until the stretch and tired. CAUSE TO BELIEVE 
never reached contention. FLASHY BULL broke awkwardly and raced wide most of the way. PRIVATE VOW, sluggish to start, was bumped soon after by SWEETNORTHERNSAINT and steadied, then never 
was a factor. SINISTER MINISTER vied for the lead soon after start while battling outside of KEYED ENTRY, surrendered the advantage to that one just before the opening quarter expired, tracked KEYED 
ENTRY to the far turn, briefly gained the lead between calls approaching the stretch, lost it to the winner after several strides and faded. BOB AND JOHN, bumped at the start by SHOWING UP, then steadied 
soon after and bumped again when BARBARO leaned in, was finished after seven furlongs. A.P. Warrior came out at the start bumping SWEETNORTHERNSAINT, then was finished early. SHARP HUMOR 
came out after the start bumping A.P. Warrior, faded after a half, bore out midway on the second turn and wasn’t abused in the drive. KEYED ENTRY leaned in at the start bumping STEPPENWOLFER, went 
up inside SINISTER MINISTER to fight for the lead, gained a slight edge after going a quarter, was clear on the first turn, showed the way to the far turn and gave way readily after seven furlongs.

STREET SENSE, reserved immediately after the start as the field came away in good order, relaxed nicely, reached the rail before going a furlong and settled well off the pace, began picking up horses 
approaching the far turn, got through cleanly inside, split foes two or three wide at the quarter-mile ground, moved three wide to go after pace-setting HARD SPUN, took over, opened a clear advantage 
at the furlong grounds when roused sharply left-handed, then, with the rider glancing back and changing hands with the stick, continued resolutely. HARD SPUN worked his way in two wide to vie for 
the lead early, gained the lead soon after going a quarter while racing in hand, edged clear entering the backstretch while carefully handled, increased his advantage to be well clear into the upper stretch, 
bobbled leaving the eighth pole, angled outside of STREET SENSE in the late going and wasn’t a match for that one as second best. CURLIN, steadied lightly during the opening eighth while between 
rivals near the inside, was unhurried to the end of the backstretch between horses, continued between rivals when advancing into the stretch, made a bold run five wide approaching the final furlong but 
couldn’t threaten the top two. IMAWILDANDCRAZYGUY, outrun four wide for seven furlongs, moved between rivals approaching the final quarter, swung out ten wide entering the stretch and made up 
some ground. SEDGEFIELD, forwardly placed near the inside from the outset, raced within easy striking distance into the upper stretch and came up empty. CIRCULAR QUAY followed the pace five or 
six wide from early on, bumped for a stride with STORMELLO leaving the five-sixteenths pole, then improved position slightly while not a threat. TIAGO, outrun five wide to the far turn, rallied along 
the rail approaching the stretch, continued three abreast when straightened for the drive and passed tired rivals. ANY GIVEN SATURDAY, never far back and between foes four wide, made an earnest run 
approaching the final quarter but flattened out when straightened for the drive. SAM P., unhurried for a half, made mild move six wide approaching the stretch but failed to continue. NOBIZ LIKE SHOBIZ, 
well placed while tracking the leaders from between horses, moved menacingly approaching the final quarter but faltered. DOMINICAN, in contention while six or seven wide, was bumped early on the 
second turn by GREAT HUNTER and was finished nearing the stretch. ZANJERO settled near the inside, advanced steadily between calls on the far turn, had to steady when lacking room, was with the 
winner while outside that one, steadied again before the quarter-pole and had no further response. GREAT HUNTER, six or seven wide, bumped LIQUIDITY when advancing early on the far turn, made a 
solid run approaching the stretch but failed to continue. LIQUIDITY, in contention five or six wide, bumped for a stride with GREAT HUNTER early on the far turn and flattened out in the drive. BWANA 
BULL, between horses four or five wide much of the way, never reached contention. STORM IN MAY, outrun near the inside to the stretch, angled out five or six wide but never reached contention. 
TEUFLESBERG, up close between horses four wide, weakened steadily approaching the stretch. SCAT DADDY raced between rivals four or five wide and tired approaching the stretch. STORMELLO 
attended the early pace under a rating hold five wide, fell back slightly on the backstretch while continuing in contention off the inside, was asked for more three furlongs out, bumped for a stride with 
CIRCULAR QUAY approaching the stretch and faded. COWTOWN CAT, up close between horses early, was finished leaving the backstretch.
